To qualify for the M. Reed Morgan Fraternal Excellence Award, a chapter must win five chapter achievement awards including Philanthropic Service, Scholastic Achievement and three others.

After qualifying, the chapter with the most chapter achievement awards is awarded the M. Reed Morgan Fraternal Excellence Award.

In the event of a tie, the first tiebreaker is as follows:

The chapter was not placed on probation due to violations of the university’s alcohol policy during the 2010-2011 academic year. 

If there is still a tie after the first tiebreaker, the second tie breaker is as follows:

Ranking in these four categories:

(1st place = 4 points, 2nd place = 3 points, 3rd place = 2 points, 4th place = 1 point)

1) Campus Leadership and Involvement 
· Rank by points per member
2) Philanthropy Service
· Rank in Hours + Rank in Money Donated

3) Intramurals
· Rank at time of awards judging
4) GPA Ranking

· Spring Ranking + Fall Ranking

If tied after the second tiebreaker, the third tiebreaker is the chapter with the highest combined GPA for the fall semester
